EXTRACT FROM THE RULES OF THE ORDER [ASSOCIATION]

22.
Delegation of District Executive powers
22.1
The District Executive may delegate the whole or part of its powers to a sub-committee consisting of the association Members considered appropriate by the District Executive.

22.2
A sub-committee may only exercise delegated powers in the way the District Executive decides.

22.3
The District Executive shall provide a sub-committee with written by-laws to assist in the carrying out of the powers in 22.2.

22.4
A sub-committee may elect a chairperson of its meetings.
22.5
If the chairperson of a sub-committee is not present within 10 minutes after the time fixed for a meeting, the members present may choose 1 of their number to be chairperson of the meeting.
22.6
A sub-committee may meet and adjourn as it considers appropriate, subject to any requirements under 22.3.

22.7
A question arising at a sub-committee meeting is to be decided by a majority vote of the members present at the meeting and, if the votes are equal, the question is decided in the negative.

1.
Name
The name of the Committee is the Rechabite Social Activities Committee    [hereinafter referred to as “the Committee”]. 
2.
Object
The object of the Committee shall be to create, foster and manage social activities for the enjoyment of members of the Tents, their families, friends and the wider community.
3.
Functions
The Committee may exercise such functions as are necessary to achieve its objects and in particular but not limited to:

3.1
submit to the District Executive of the Independent Order of Rechabites Queensland District No. 87 Inc. an annual budget covering the expenses of the Committee;

3.2
organise and control indoor bowls, games, fetes, fairs, bus trips, picnics and other similar activities; 
3.3
at the request of the District, to co-operate in any additional fraternal and social matters not already undertaken by the Committee;

3.4
undertake fund raising activities [which expression includes admission or participation fees] to reduce dependence on District financial support, in particular that bus tours and the like should be run as close as possible to cost neutral;

3.5
it is permissible for any activity to be conducted in private or public venues.

4.
Allegiance

The Committee owes its allegiance to the District and:


4.1
shall not bring the District into disrepute;

4.2
shall make every endeavour to ensure that the District funds advanced for the objects and functions of the Committee are properly administered and will provide a calendar quarter summary of all income and expenses to the District;
4.3
shall acknowledge the authority inherent in the rules of the Independent Order of Rechabites Queensland District No. 87 Inc., specifically rule 22. Delegation of District Executive Powers.

Committee Members

The following Honorary Office Bearers shall be appointed by the District Executive

Meetings of the Committee
6.1
The appointed members shall meet as and when required to enable the defined functions of the Committee to be advanced.

Minutes shall be kept of each meeting and these minutes provided to the members of the Committee and the District Secretary within 30 days of the meeting.

 Meetings can be conducted by electronic means.

6.4
The Committee shall present a report to each meeting of the Annual District Council.

Bank Account
7.1
All monies shall be deposited into the account of the Committee with Community Sector Banking, Account Number 633-000 133212670, Customer Number 21396486/1209  within 72 hours of the receipt of same;

7.2
Withdrawals from the account shall be over the signature of any two of the signatories appointed by the District Executive. 

8.
Accounts and Audit

The accounts of the Committee shall be subject to review by the District Executive and included in the report to the Annual District Council.
9.
Former Activities
From the time of the formal adoption of these by-laws, the sub-committee known as the Rechabite Ipswich Social Club shall cease and as soon as practicable the bank account in that name shall be closed and the funds transferred to the account detailed in Clause 7 herein.
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
